MIDAMERICAN ENERGY COMPANY

MidAmerican Energy Company ("MidAmerican") submits these Verified Reply
Comments to Staff’s proposed language for the Standard Template and Parties’ Verified
Initial Comments on the same and, in support of MidAmerican’s Reply Comments, states
as follows:

1. MidAmerican appreciates the efforts of Staff and all the Parties to develop
standard language for the customer authorization a Retail Electric Supplier (“RES™)
needs to obtamn in order to access specific customer interval data produced from
Advanced Metening Infrastructure meters (“AMI meters™). MidAmerican observes that
Staff’s template and the Parties’ commnents address custorer interval data obtained from
AMI meters within their service territory approved pursuant to Section 16-108.6 the

Public Utilities Act ("PUA™).



2. Therefore, the applicability of the form should be limited to those
circumstances where interval data is obtained through an AMI meter. MidAmerican
suggests that either the standard language in the proposed template or the Iilinois
Commerce Commission Order limit the scope of the authorization to utilities that have
installed AMI meters. For those utilities who have not installed AMI meters, the utility’s
own customer authorization form may be required to be used by a RES to obtain
customer usage data pursuant to Section 16-122 of the PUA.

3. MidAmerican does not have any further suggested changes but observes
that all Parties have suggested constructive changes to the form that should be given due
consideration.

WHEREFORE, MidAmerican Energy Company respectfully requests that either
the form or the final order in this dacket is clear that the use of this form is {imited to
those utilities who have AMI meters installed throughout their respective service

territory’s.
