Installation is to
include ITCS equipment and communications system. Existing TR128 at MP
159.40 not to be closed and removed until after 1010 Avenue / TR128 at 159.81
with 4-quad gate system is fully operational and has been placed in service.

(5) That the facts set forth in this petition and in the statement and plans or plats attac hed thereto, are, all of
them, true and correct to the best of petitioner's knowledge and belief.
