2. Describe in detail the nature of the improvement project to Illinois Route 104 as

referred to in petitioner’s petition.

ANSWER:

The proposed improvement to Illinois Route 104 has a length of 1.32 miles and will
include the following:

a.

Morton Avenue in Jacksonville, lllinois, which is marked Illinois Route 104,
shall be widened to accommodate four through lanes and a center left-turn lane
from the bridge over Mauvaise Terre Creek just west of Brooklyn Avenue east
to the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad. This section of roadway

will have five 12 foot wide lanes flanked by 6 foot wide paved shoulders and
curb and gutter.

The intersection of Illinois Route 104 and old US 36, just east of the
Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad, will be reconstructed to a three-

legged intersection with signals and turn lanes for left and right turning
movements.

The existing two-lane bridge for eastbound traffic and the existing two-lane
bridge for westbound traffic that carry Old US 36 (Morton Ave.) Over the
Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad will be removed and replaced with
a single five-lane bridge for eastbound and westbound traffic. The five-lane
bridge will be approximately located where the present two-lane bridge for
westbound traffic is located.

Old US 36 (Morton Avenue) from the proposed five-lane bridge over the
Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad east to Woods Lane (TR 188) shall
be reconstructed. Old US 36 will be a five-lane roadway (four through lanes
and a center left turn lane) that will split out into a four-lane roadway with a

median ditch separating the two-lanes for east bound traffic and the two-lanes
for westbound traffic.

3. State in detail how or why the lands and premises described as shown on Exhibits

A and B to the Petition are required as part of petitioner’s improvement project.

ANSWER:

The temporary easement is required for access in order to remove the existing two-
lane bridge carrying the eastbound lanes for Old US 36 over the Burlington Northern and
Santa Fe Railroad. The permanent easement is required for access in order to remove the
existing two-lane bridge carrying the westbound lanes for Old US 36 over the Burlington
Northern Santa Fe Railroad. Also it is required for access in order to build the proposed
five-lane bridge for Old US 36 over the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad and place
stone riprap for slope protection.

4. State in detail how or for what purpose petitioner intends to utilize each of the

parcels of property described in Exhibits A and B to the Petition.

ANSWER:

The temporary easement will be utilized to remove the existing two-lane bridge
carrying the eastbound lanes for Old US 36 over the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe
Railroad. The permanent easement will be utilized to remove the existing two-lane bridge
carrying the westbound lanes for Old US 36 over the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe
Railroad. Also it will be utilized to build the proposed five-lane bridge for Old US 36 over
the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad and place stone riprap for slope protection.

5. Will the taking of respondent’s property as described in petitioners petition require
the relocation or alteration of any of respondent’s railroad tracks or other facilities. If yes,
please state:

a. Each of respondent’s track or facility that will require relocation or

modification.



ANSWER:

No. Based on structure plans prepared by IDOT Bureau of Bridges and Structures

and approved by the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railroad as to vertical and horizontal
clearances.

6. Will the improvement project (either during construction or operation thereof) as
identified in the Petition serve to disrupt, alter or otherwise restrict, either on a temporary or

permanent basis, respondent’s rail operation or common carrier service by railroad. If yes,

please state:

a. The nature of the disruption, alteration or restriction anticipated by petitioner;
b. Whether such disruption, alteration or restriction will be permanent or
temporary and, if temporary, the anticipated length of each such disruption,

alteration or restriction.

ANSWER:

No. Based on information provided by Mr. John Sestak, who was the Resident
Engineer on the Jacksonville Bypass project. That highway project was new construction
on new alignment west of Jacksonville on this same rail line. No disruption of train traffic
occurred during construction. None is anticipated here.

7. With respect to the improvement project referred to in the petition, state each
safeguard plaintiff has in place or intends to put in place to ensure the safety and continuity

of respondent’s rail operation and common carrier service during construction of the

improvement project and subsequent operation of said improvement.



ANSWER:

A Protective Shield System will be placed to protect railroad traffic and facilities from
falling material or other objects during removal of portions of the existing bridges. The
Department will require its contractor to obtain railroad Protection Liability Insurance. A
flagger from the railroad will be paid for to inform the Department’s contractor the schedule

for railroad traffic daily.
8. State the dates petitioner intends to issue its bid letting and commence construction

of the improvement project referred to in the petition.

ANSWER:
The original target letting date was June 16, 2000. The bid letting has been delayed
to November 17, 2000 because of difficulties obtaining this property. Award of the contract

will occur within 30-45 days of the letting. Construction should begin in the early part of
the year 2001.

9. State the specific items that petitioner claims cannot be agreed on between

petitioner and respondent with respect to the conveyance of the easements as alleged in

paragraph 5 of the petition.

ANSWER:
Agreement has not been reached on compensation to be paid for the easements sought.
