Dear Mr. Flynn: 
 
 Pursuant to Section 285.145 of 83 Ill. Adm. Code 285, Union Electric Company 
d/b/a AmerenUE (“UE”) is hereby provided the following list of deficiencies in its filing 
made under Part 285.  UE is further notified that it has 28 days from receipt of this 
notice to file the requested information. 
 
 
1. 83 Ill. Adm. Code 285.3030 requires the filing utility to, for the test year, identify 

by operating income element the factor(s) used in allocating total utility operating 
revenues, expenses, and income by account, function, or group classification to 
the jurisdiction on Schedule C-5. 

 
UE indicates on Schedule C-5 that all of its Illinois gas operations are 100% 
under the jurisdiction of the Commission.  UE’s response does not identify the 
allocation factors used to allocate revenues, expenses, and income between 
UE’s gas and electric operations and between UE’s Illinois and Missouri gas 
operations as required under Section 285.3030.  Please submit a revised 
Schedule C-5. 

 
 
2. 83 Ill. Adm. Code 285.3035 requires the filing utility to provide for each allocation 

factor the statistics used in determining the jurisdictional percentages. 
 

UE indicates on Schedule C-5.1 that all of its Illinois gas operations are 100% 
under the jurisdiction of the Commission.  UE’s response does not explain the 
statistics used in determining the jurisdictional percentages on Schedule C-5.  
Please submit a revised Schedule C-5.1. 
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3. 83 Ill. Adm. Code 285.3040 states that the filing utility need only submit Schedule 

C-5.2 if the allocation procedures described in Schedule C-5.1 are not consistent 
with the last Commission order for the utility. 

 
UE merely indicates on Schedule C-5.2 that all of its Illinois gas operations are 
100% under the jurisdiction of the Commission.  Please submit a revised 
Schedule C-5.2 in light of the revisions necessary to Schedule C-5.1 if the 
allocation procedures described in Schedule C-5.1 are not consistent with the 
last Commission order for UE. 

 
 
4. 83 Ill. Adm. Code 285.4020(b)(1)(C) requires the filing utility to submit data on 

construction works in progress by functional classification with Allowance for 
Funds Used During Construction (“AFUDC”) separately listed. 

 
On Schedule D-5, UE notes that AFUDC is not available on a functionalized 
basis.  AFUDC should nevertheless be broken out separately from the total 
amounts shown on line 17 of Schedule D-5.    Please submit a revised Schedule 
D-5 showing for each “year column” the total AFUDC for all construction works in 
progress.
