                   ICC TO DISCUSS SUMMER 2000 RELIABILITY ISSUES

			



		The Illinois Commerce Commission’s Electric Policy Committee will meet with representatives of Commonwealth Edison Company, Illinois Power Company, Central Illinois Light Company and the Mid-America Interconnected Network  Wednesday, February 9 in Chicago, to discuss energy issues for the summer of 2000.

		The meeting will begin at 1:30 p.m. in the commission’s main hearing room, on the eighth floor of the State of Illinois building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.

	 	The focus of the discussion will be on projections for available generation resources this summer, bulk power transmission and transfer capabilities and estimates on energy reserves.  In addition, the Commission will be seeking information on any new merchant plants that may be connected to the transmission systems this year.   The Mid-America Interconnected Network serves as a regional planner  and  coordinator of electric energy  generation and transmission.   Members of  MAIN include investor-owned utilities, cooperative systems, municipal power agencies, independent producers and  power marketers.

		The meeting is open to the public. Commissioner Terry Harvill serves as chairman of the Electric Policy Committee.	
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
