           	     EDISON ELECTRIC RELIABILITY ON ICC AGENDA 














	The Illinois Commerce Commission will meet at 10 a.m. Thursday, April 6 in Chicago to discuss electric service reliability issues with a representative of Commonwealth Edison Company.


	The meeting will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room, on the eighth floor of the State of Illinois Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.


	Carl Croskey of Commonwealth Edison will outline the company’s actions in preparation for the summer cooling season in northern Illinois.


	This meeting is one of a series of meetings the ICC has held in recent years to focus on electric service reliability and utility planning.   In August,1999  the Commission initiated an investigation into Commonwealth Edison Company’s  power interruptions which occurred July 30 through August 13 in the city of  Chicago.   A final report of the specific outages was filed by Vantage Consulting at the end of the year.  A report on the second phase investigation, which is being conducted by Liberty Consulting, is expected later this spring.
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
