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                ICC POSTPONES IP TREE TRIMMING HEARINGS         		


	


	The Illinois Commerce Commission announced today that the four remaining public forums on Illinois Power Company’s proposed “vegetation management” tariff will be postponed until further notice, following IP’s recent announcement that it would withdraw the proposal.





	Public forums scheduled for Monday, April 9 in Mt. Vernon,  Tuesday, April 10 in Decatur, Wednesday, April 11 in Normal and Monday, April 23 in Belleville will not be held.





The company filed the tree-trimming proposal in November and the Commission suspended it pending further review.   Illinois Power Company’s direct testimony in support of its proposal was filed with the clerk of the Commission on February 21.  Staff and intervenor direct testimony was due to be filed April 20.   However,  the Commission is expected to formally dismiss the tariff filing from its docket April 11. 
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
