	The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a series of energy meetings next week to look at natural gas prices and summer electricity demand forecasts in Chicago.  Each meeting will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room on the eighth floor of the ICC offices, at 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.





The first is a special meeting of the Commission at 1:30 p.m., Tuesday, April 17 to receive a report and recommendations from the recent investigation into the increase in natural gas prices.  


	


The Commission will meet at 10 a.m., Wednesday, April 18, to hear a report from Commonwealth Edison Company representatives on distribution system improvements, made since significant failures of the system in summer 1999 resulted in a number of  power outages.


	


At 10 a.m., Thursday, April 19, the Commission will consider summer energy supply and demand forecasts, presented by Illinois electric utilities and a representative of the regional reliability organization Mid-American Interconnected Network (MAIN).
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
