	The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a discussion Wednesday, June 6 in Chicago, on the impact of the electric transmission system on electricity markets.





	The meeting will begin at 1:30 p.m. in the Commission’s main hearing room in the State of Illinois Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.





	Tom Overbye, an associate professor in the University of Illinois’ Electrical and Computer Engineering Department, will present the PowerWorld Simulator, a power system analysis and visualization package, originally developed at the University of Illinois, to demonstrate the interrelationship between power generation and transmission.  It will include an example of how overloading the transmission system can result in local or regional shortages of generation.





	Representatives of Governor George Ryan’s Energy Cabinet, who have been working to develop a statewide energy policy, have been invited to attend the special meeting of the ICC’s Electric Policy Committee.  Commissioner Terry Harvill serves chairman of the policy committee.  ICC Chairman Richard Mathias is a member of the Governor’s  Energy Cabinet.
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
