                      ICC TO DISCUSS PLAN FOR REGIONAL 


                    ELECTRIC TRANSMISSION ORGANIZAION














	The Illinois Commerce Commission’s Electric Policy Committee will focus discussion on the development of the proposed Alliance regional electric transmission organization when it meets at 1:30 p.m. Tuesday and Wednesday.


	The meetings will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room, eighth floor, State of Illinois Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.


	Illinois utilities including Commonwealth Edison, Illinois Power Company and Ameren CIPS have announced that they will join the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization, which includes utilities from ten states, including several in the Midwest region.


	On Tuesday representatives of the Alliance RTO and some of the member utilities will present their case for operation of the regional transmission authority.  Other energy providers, including Enron, AES New Energy and Edison Mission Energy, are expected to comment on the Alliance RTO plan at 1:30 p.m. Wednesday.
