	The Illinois Commerce Commission will meet on Tuesday, October 15, 2002, at 9:30 a.m. in the Commission’s Chicago Office to discuss the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission’s (FERC) recent proposal to create a Standard Market Design (SMD) to standardize wholesale, interstate electric transmission service as it relates to Illinois and the entire Midwest region.
