ISSUES DISCUSSED FROM FINAL ISSUES LIST


This was our fifth meeting. We took a step backward.  We reviewed the minutes from the fourth meeting and agreed to move all of the items that were previously in the “Adopted Consensus” column of the working document to the “Suggested Consensus” column. After some discussion, the group reaffirmed its prior consensus on the working definition of “standard offer service” (with an additional reference to the PUA) and “default service”. The group achieved consensus that their summary of the Illinois restructuring law, once edited to address the concerns of some parties, is a fair assessment of the current statute, as qualified in the document. 


The group returned to the consensus items under the individual questions, and decided to re-establish consensus for each straw-person proposal.  With respect to the afore-mentioned definitions and Item No. 80, the group was able to agree to consensus on all of the items previously in the “Adopted Consensus” column. The group plans to engage in an e-mail conversation(s) regarding the other items and prepare to discuss the straw-person items for questions 81. A copy of the straw person proposal is attached to these minutes.
