09 Feb. 2007 Response to ComEd GAA Proposal (dated 22 Jan. 2007)

Constellation NewEnergy, MidAmerican Energy, and Peoples Energy Services appreciate the opportunity to review ComEd’s proposed modifications to the Company’s Designation of General Account Agency form (“GAA Form”) and process (collectively the “GAA Proposal”).  
We have reviewed the GAA Proposal and find it to be a reasonable improvement to the process.  Specifically, we support the GAA Proposal in that ComEd agrees to modify the Company’s GAA Form and internal processes to include and acknowledge an “effective date” by including a “Requested Processing Date.”  

In addition, we generally support ComEd’s proposed rules that govern the timing for submission of GAA Forms.  Specifically, we understand ComEd’s GAA Proposal would permit GAAs to submit executed GAA Forms within forty-five (45) days of the date on which it was executed (“Execution Date”) as long as the Requested Processing Date occurs within six (6) months of the Execution Date.
While we generally support the GAA Proposal, we would be remiss if we did not mention the fact that we proposed an additional revision to ComEd’s GAA Form and processes
 that, to date, has not yet been addressed by ComEd.  As such, we look forward to resolving this second GAA issue as expeditiously as possible.


Before we can agree to the GAA Proposal, we have a few clarifying questions:    
· Are the day references in the GAA Proposal (10 and 45) calendar days or business days?
· Can the Requested Processing Date be defined as the customer’s actual meter read date?
· What is ComEd’s reasoning regarding the proposal to require the Requested Processing Date be within six (6) months of the Execution Date? 
· Does ComEd plan to post the new DGAA Form on ComEd's website?  If so, when? If not, how does ComEd plan to inform market participants of these revisions?
· Will ComEd provide us with a word version? If so, when?
· Does ComEd plan any changes to the current process for submission of GAAs?
· Is facsimile the only permissible mode of communication?  How about email?
· Does ComEd plan any changes to the current process for how ComEd sends us different GAA Status Reports ("Acceptance" and "Termination") via email w/ excel spreadsheet?
· Regarding the implementation timeframe and the “short period of time after March 1” when ComEd will still accept the old GAA Forms.  For how long will ComEd accept these new Forms?  On what date will ComEd cease accepting the old Forms?
We look forward to ComEd’s timely responses so that we can implement ComEd’s GAA Proposal on March 1, 2007, as recommended by ComEd.
� Specifically, we proposed that ComEd: a) revise the Company’s GAA form to include an agency effective date; and b) modify the Company’s GAA form and internal processes to acknowledge the two (2) distinct types of principal-agent relationships, as permitted by the Public Utilities Act.
