In fulfillment of its duties pursuant to Section 16-111.5(o) of the Illinois Public Utilities Act (“Act”), the Illinois Commerce Commission (“Commission” or “ICC”) hereby provides this Public Notice of Informal Hearing (Request for Comments) Concerning the Spring 2010 Electric Procurement Events Which Were Held On Behalf of Commonwealth Edison Company and the Ameren Illinois Utilities (Ameren-CILCO, Ameren-CIPS, and Ameren-IP).
Background:


Section 16-111.5 of the Act includes various “Provisions relating to procurement.”  Among other things, the Act requires the Illinois Power Agency (“IPA”) to file procurement plans for certain electric utility companies.  The utility companies presently affected by Section 16-111.5 are Central Illinois Light Company (d/b/a AmerenCILCO), Central Illinois Public Service Company (d/b/a AmerenCIPS), and Illinois Power Company (d/b/a AmerenIP) (collectively, the “Ameren Illinois Utilities”), as well as Commonwealth Edison Company (“ComEd”).  


The Commission’s Order in Docket No. 09-0373 approved an IPA plan for issuing a set of spring 2010 requests for proposal (“RFPs”) that would award to winning bidders:

· Fixed quantity electric energy and swap contracts with ComEd and Ameren, respectively, extending up to 36 months into the future from June 2010;

· Electric capacity contracts with Ameren, extending up to 36 months into the future from June 2010;

· Renewable energy credit contracts with ComEd and Ameren, extending 12 months into the future from June 2010; and 
· Renewable energy credit and energy swap contracts (bundled together) with ComEd and Ameren, extending 20 years into the future from June 2012.
As of the date of this notice, RFPs have been concluded for all except the 20-year bundled renewable energy credit and energy swap contracts.  For the RFPs that have been concluded, results are summarized on the ICC’s web site at the following internet address:

At present, Commission staff is unaware of the IPA’s progress toward securing a procurement administrator to manage the RFP for the 20-year bundled renewable energy credit and energy swap contracts. 

Purpose of this Notice of Informal Hearing (Request for Comments):

Section 16-111.5(o) of the Act states, 
On or before June 1 of each year, the Commission shall hold an informal hearing for the purpose of receiving comments on the prior year's procurement process and any recommendations for change.

In fulfillment of this requirement, the Commission shall hear from all interested parties their comments relating to the above-described procurement process.

How to Submit Comments:


With respect to the RFPs that have already been concluded, interested parties may submit initial comments on June 21, 2010, and reply comments on July 9, 2010.  With respect to the RFP(s) for the 20-year bundled renewable energy credit and energy swap contracts (which have not yet taken place), this informal hearing shall be continued indefinitely.  Shortly after the conclusion of the RFP for the 20-year bundled renewable energy credit and energy swap contracts, the ICC will issue a second notice designating dates for submitting separate comments only on that RFP.
