In its February 6, 2008 orders in ICC Dockets 07-0539 and 07-0540, the Commission directed Staff to conduct workshops on various issues related to energy efficiency and demand management programs, “including but not limited to standards regarding the accounting of the funds collected, the appropriate measure savings values, net to gross ratios, financial compliance, program information tracking and reporting, and related issues.”  The Commission also stated that “The outcome of these workshops shall be in the form of a Staff report, setting forth Staff’s recommendations regarding what rules need to be developed.”  


Staff has been working with Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (LBNL), the Regulatory Assistance Project (RAP), and the Stakeholder Advisory Group (a group of parties interested in Illinois energy efficiency and demand management issues) to develop a proposed agenda for the Staff workshops ordered by the Commission.  The workshops shall consist of two 2-day sessions (four days in total), and shall consist of a mix of educational presentations and follow-up discussions; LBNL and RAP are arranging for expert presenters and will facilitate the discussions.  More detailed agendas shall be made available, but the topics* to be covered will include:  

1. Evaluation Monitoring and Verification (EM&V) Practices
2. Reporting Practices

3. Counting Savings

4. Benefit Cost Screening

5. Comprehensiveness of Program Portfolio
6. Gas and Electric Energy Efficiency Program Interaction

7. Financing and Leveraging Ratepayer Funded Energy Efficiency

8. Cost Recovery: Expense vs. Deferral and Amortization
9. Options for and Alternatives to Rules
