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   ICC Publishes Electric Supply Offer Matrix

The Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) has added an Offer Comparison Matrix to its “Plug In Illinois” website at PluginIllinois.org.  The new listing will enable residential electric customers in the ComEd and Ameren Illinois service territories to more easily compare their electric supply options.  The Offer Comparison Matrix lists competing electric supply offers as well as the utility’s “Price to Compare” in order to give a broad overview of the offers available to residential customers. 


The new “Compare Offers Now” link at the top of the PluginIllinois.org website allows customers to enter their utility service territory and pull up the list of residential supply offers, as well as their utility’s “Price to Compare.”  The list includes links to each supplier’s website, the supplier’s phone number, the offer price in cents per kilowatt hour, whether it is a fixed or variable priced offer, the term of the contract in months, any termination fees that may apply, as well as a brief description of the offer.  The new listing shows the current month’s cost for 500, 1,000 or 1,500 kilowatt hours of electricity for each offer.  Customers are able to sort offers by supplier name, offer price, termination fees and also compare multiple offers side by side.


As the ICC’s electric choice education website, PluginIllinois.org  will help customers make an informed decision about their electric supply.  Visitors to the website will have a better understanding of the utility’s electric supply price and can learn about the various components of Ameren’s and ComEd’s utility bill.  Before switching to a supplier, customers should consider the terms and conditions, including the length of the contract and whether there are early termination fees.  The website also includes information about the switching process and a list of questions to ask suppliers before enrolling for electric supply service.  
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
