       ICC To Discuss Utilities’Winter Preparedness 

           Impact of Federal EPA Regulations on Electric Plants

     The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a joint meeting of its Natural Gas and Electric Policy committees Tuesday, Nov. 8 to review natural gas utilities’ winter preparedness and the impact of pending US Environmental Protection Agency regulations on Illinois utilities and electric generating plants in the region.
