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   ICC To Host Public Hearing on Killarney Water Rates March 6


The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold a public forum on the Killarney Water Company’s proposal to raise rates, at 7 p.m. Tuesday, March 6 at the Algonquin Township Hall, 3702 U. S. Route 14 in Crystal Lake.


Killarney, a subsidiary of Utilities, Inc., proposed an increase in water rates in Docket 11-0564.  The company, which serves 346 customers in McHenry County, said the increase is necessary to cover increased costs associated with capital improvements, operations and maintenance and to allow the company to earn a more reasonable rate of return on its investment.
