Application for Temporary Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity



	Commissioner Lieberman expressed his opinion that he had not seen a more egregious pattern of behavior exhibited by a household goods carrier in the five years he has been a Commissioner. The Transportation Chief Administrative Law Judge advised that the evidence adduced at hearing was actually fairly equally balanced both in favor of and against the Applicant, highlighting the Applicant’s three office burglaries, Applicant’s problems with its insurance company and its lawyer, and a flood which occurred at the business destroying records. The Chief ALJ noted that the only reason Applicant failed the second Commission audit was due to Applicant not having any records available for Staff to audit due to the various burglaries. Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz pointed out that it was extremely peculiar that thieves would steal files and documents from a moving company’s office. The Chief ALJ also noted that there were no complaints filed with the ICC against this company. Chairman Box indicated that he also had concerns with the evidence, but stated that the Supplemental Order granted an extension of temporary authority, subject to a further audit of the business, which alleviated his concerns to a degree. Commissioner Ford expressed support for the analysis, result reached, and entry of the Supplemental Order. The Chief ALJ assured the Commissioners that Applicant will be subject to intense scrutiny in the final audit conducted by Commission Police Staff. Commissioner Lieberman thereafter withdrew his objections to entry of the Supplemental Order.
