	Topics of discussion included: ALJ Sainsot said Ameren is asking the Commission to review whether Mr. Voytas’ rebuttal testimony should be admitted into the record;  Ameren also seeks clarification as to which of Mr. Voytas’ exhibits were included in the record; at the hearing, Mr. Voytas indicated he had relied on a specific study for a statement in his rebuttal testimony; this report was not forwarded to the Environmental Law & Policy Center (“ELPC”) in answer to their data request; when asked why this was not provided, Mr. Voytas said it was an oversight; ALJ Sainsot denied all of Mr. Voytas’ rebuttal testimony, saying it had little weight because it failed to abide by the rules of evidence; however, all other documents were admitted into evidence; Commissioner Lieberman asked if ELPC ever received the report; ALJ Sainsot said no, since there was no time for discovery; the Commission felt it was important to include Exhibit 7.0 for a more comprehensive record; Chairman Box asked ALJ Sainsot to file a corrected version of all of Mr. Voytas’ exhibits on e-docket.  

Commissioner Lieberman made a Motion to Grant the Petition for Interlocutory Review, Reverse the ALJ’s January 10, 2007 Ruling, and Admit Exhibit 7.0 into the Record with the Exception of Lines 223-248.  Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz seconded the Motion.  All present voted aye on the Motion.
