Proposed business rules for the mass market
 
      Mass market in Illinois is to be guided by rate classification.  This is to accommodate rate classes as defined in current tariffs to expedite entry into mass market.
 

      All residential customers, regardless of size, would be classified as mass market.
 
      For Ameren, mass market would be defined as all residential customers and small commercial customers up to 150KW.
 
     For ComEd, mass market would be defined as all residential customers and small commercial customers up to 100KW. 
 

      Business rules proposed for mass market:
       No off-cycle switching
       Switch occurs when the bill is created in the 4-day window as opposed to the actual bill group date
       Accounts can switch on an estimated read
· Treatment of seamless moves to be discussed 
       Longer enrollment window to accommodate a rescission period for the mass market
Uniformity Issues
 

      Ameren will adopt the ComEd methodology of using the interval end time on EDI 867s versus the start time in order to achieve state-wide uniformity.
 

      Ameren will adopt the ComEd methodology of using the actual clock time when Daylight Savings Time occurs in order to achieve state-wide uniformity.
 
     Both of these items will be passed to the Communications Protocol Working Group (CPWG) for change control and implementation timelines.
