                ICC To Meet May 6 On Natural Gas Main Replacement Program







      Public Outreach, Education Efforts

The Illinois Commerce Commission will meet at 10:30 a.m., Tuesday May 6 in Chicago to continue a discussion with gas utility representatives and staff about the condition of the natural gas infrastructure in the State of Illinois.  Following on the heels of the large explosion in East Harlem, New York this past March, the Commission will investigate what local utilities are doing to prevent similar incidents from occurring.  On this topic, the Commission will hear a presentation from Peoples Gas on the status of its main replacement program localized in the city of Chicago which has been on-going for several years.

The Commission will also hear testimony regarding how pipeline safety information is communicated to customers and the general public as well as emergency personnel and public officials who may be called to respond in the event of an accident.  The meeting will conclude with a roundtable discussion to explore additional public awareness partnerships and how they can be strengthened going forward.
The meeting will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room, eighth floor, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.
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
