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We are embarking on the transition to…(a) market environment. ... While limited competitive alternatives exist …, how fast it will spread remains uncertain.

We must monitor the development of competition during this transition period.  This information will provide valuable evidence of the success or failure of our policies and provide a guide as to those markets where regulatory attention is most likely required or where regulation can be relaxed.

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Preface


In 1997, the Commission issued an order requiring telephone companies to file Telecommunications Competition Monitoring Reports (TCMRs) by March 31 of each year.
  Office of Communications uses the TCMRs and other sources of information to monitor the development of competition in New York State and  provide the Commission with annual Competitive Analysis Reports.  The first three Competitive Analysis Reports were presented to the Commission in November 1998, October 1999, and September 2000.


In February of last year, the Commission adopted a proposal by the Office of Communications to streamline the TCMR filing requirements.
  The TCMR was scaled back to include only the data that has proven useful in preparing the Competitive Analysis Reports.  Additionally, long distance carriers and long distance resellers were exempted from the TCMR filing requirements on the basis that there was no longer a need to monitor the transition to competition in this segment of the industry.  In spite of these changes, TCMR compliance remains a problem.
  Although some companies still have not filed TCMRs, the missing data is probably not significant in terms of the overall level of local exchange business.  Hence, this report provides a reasonably good perspective on the status of local exchange competition in New York State. 


Although the TCMR for the 2000 reporting year was modified to differentiate between facilities-based and UNE-platform provisioned local exchange lines, most companies failed to provide that additional data.  Hopefully, compliance next year will be sufficient to report that separate category.


This year’s Competitive Analysis Report begins with an Executive Summary highlighting the changes in the local exchange market from 1997 to 2000.  It also includes some data to bridge-the-gap between 2000 (the timeframe covered by this year's TCMRs) and mid-2001.  Next is a Statewide Perspective including such information as CLEC rankings by size (local exchange lines and revenue) as well as company-specific data.  A Regional Perspective then provides a variety of data for the NY Metro, Albany, Binghamton, Buffalo, Poughkeepsie, Rochester, and Syracuse regions.  These regions generally correspond to the Local Access Transport Areas or LATAs established by the federal court in the 1985 divestiture of the Bell System.  The report concludes with an evaluation of service quality trends between 1991 and 2000.    


Some companies (AT&T, Teleport, MCI, WorldCom, etc.) have been the subject of acquisitions or mergers.  Companies are reported separately herein, if they filed separate TCMRs.  Known relationships between companies are identified in the report.

2000 to 2001

In the first half of 2001, at least 45 telecommunications companies authorized to provide service in New York State filed for Chapter 11 protection.  At least 14 are/were providing local exchange service.  Some of these companies are included in this report on the status of competition at 12/31/00.  A few others also would be had they not reduced or eliminated operations prior to filing their TCMRs.  While some companies have ceased operations, others have only left the state and still operate elsewhere.  Notable among these is CTSI, with 17,540 local exchange lines reported at 12/31/00.  Sprint Communications, with 20,660 lines (17,148 residential) at Y.E. 2000 provisioned through resale, has ceased to provide resold residential service in NYS.
In spite of these setbacks, local service competition continues to grow during 2001.  Based on monthly data supplied by Verizon-New York, it appears that there was a gain of approximately one quarter of a million CLEC exchange lines during the first three months of the year.

The following chart lists the LECs in New York State in decreasing order of number of local exchange lines at 12/31/00.  CLECs appear in bold. · While incumbent LECs still account for the bulk of lines served, AT&T surpassed the other CLECs to become the state’s second largest LEC overall at year end 2000.

· Verizon-NY’s share of the lines in New York decreased from 81% at year end 1999 to 71% at year end 2000.

· At year end 1997, 9 of the top 20 LECs were CLECs; 1998, 11 were CLECs; 1999, 15 were CLECs; and, at year end 2000, 15 of the top 20 ILECs were CLECs.

· The number of CLECs with 1,000 or more lines went from 9 at year end 1997 to 13 (1998) to 54 (1999) and to 48 (2000).

They are further differentiated, according to information provided in their TCMRs, as facilities based (FB), resale (R), or combined (FR), and as residence or business (R) or (B). Facilities-based lines, for purposes of this report, include lines provisioned utilizing UNEs.

· The percentage of CLEC lines per region are:  Albany - 17%, Binghamton - 12%, Buffalo - 20%, NY Metro - 23%, Poughkeepsie - 5%, Rochester - 27%, and 
Syracuse - 18%.  
· At year end 1998, 84% of the CLECs’ local exchange lines were business lines and only 16% were residential; at year end 1999, the residential percentage grew to 32%, with just 68% business, and at year end 2000, 52% of CLEC lines were residential.
· In 1998, 55% were provided by facilities-based carriers, while 45% were served by resellers.  In 1999, the facilities-based percentage grew to 70%, with 30% resale.  In 2000, 81% were facilities-based, with 19% resale.

Verizon-NY also earns long distance revenue from the provision of telecommunications service between LATAs (interLATA service) in the corridor between the cities (and certain surrounding counties) of New York, New York and Newark, New Jersey.

· Second, Verizon-NY provides exchange access service, which links a subscriber’s telephone or other equipment to the transmission facilities of interexchange carriers which, in turn, provide intra and interLATA telecommunications service to their customers. The company also provides exchange access service to competitive local exchange carriers for calls within a LATA.

· Verizon-NY is the largest local exchange and short distance toll carrier (70.6% of total NY local exchange lines).

· Verizon-NY captured 20% of long distance residential market in 1st year.

· Meeting requests for interconnection by provisioning 2,612 CLEC interconnection/collocation arrangements for 62 CLECs at 277 of its central offices, as of 2/28/01.

· Presently operating under a performance based regulatory plan which bars increases in local exchange rates through 8/31/2002. Proceeding to develop new plan was initiated by NYSPSC in January 2001.

In the sections that follow, each region is developed by use of a map of the region, showing the territories of the ILECs serving it, a list of the ILECs and CLECs (ranked by local exchange lines) serving it, any collocation arrangements being used by the CLECs, and, finally, some performance parameters for each LEC providing measurable service in that region, ranked by local exchange lines served.

Collocation sites in each area can be identified by means of numbers on the maps, which correspond to information about each respective site, found on charts immediately following each map.

The New York Metro region is subdivided, for these purposes, into five areas:

· Manhattan

· Bronx

· Staten Island, Brooklyn, and Queens

· Long Island

· Northern 

Since data for companies serving the Metro region cannot be subdivided by the five areas that make up the region, the Metro maps and collocation data are preceded by a table of the LECs serving the entire region, and followed by the parameters for each LEC.

Notes to Region Maps

· Local exchange lines are at 12/31/00 and include payphones and official lines.

· Population data is from the U.S. Census Bureau, 2000 Census.

· The information provided on the maps is for reference purposes only.  The scale, accuracy, and completeness of the data is not guaranteed due to the nature of the source data.

	 
	
	
	
	


Service Quality Performance

The quality of service provided by the state's principal telecommunication carriers is a critical measure of their performance.  The quality of service provided by a carrier is evaluated by Commission adopted standards, which vary by size of company.  Service quality is closely monitored by Department of Public Service staff.  In April of 2001, the New York State Department of Public Service announced that it would issue letters of commendation to those telephone companies and/or their operating divisions, which provided excellent service during 2000, in the same manner as had been done in previous years.

 
Under the Commission’s Competition II decision (Opinion No. 96-13, May 22, 1996), companies report service quality data, based upon their size.  While most companies are not required to report on all measures, two measures are used to determine if a company should receive a commendation: the Customer Trouble Report Rate (CTRR) and the PSC Complaint Rate.

In October 2000, the Commission adopted revisions
 to 16 NYCRR Parts 603, Service Standards Applicable to Telephone Companies.  Soon after approving these revisions, the Commission modified its criteria for granting commendations for excellent service. 
 


The CTRR service performance standard was modified from 4.2 Reports Per 100 Lines (RPHL) to 3.3 RPHL for purposes of commendations, to be consistent with the revised service standards.  While the revised CTRR level of 3.3 RPHL target may appear more stringent on its face, it is actually not in practice.  The new level is the result of a simple mathematical adjustment to exclude subsequent reports from the CTRR standard. Most companies have traditionally excluded such reports from their CTRR measurements with the notable exception of Verizon New York Inc. (Verizon), and most have consistently been at or better than the 3.3 RPHL level.  Because changes to the CTRR standard did not occur until October 6, 2000, Staff recommended that year 2000 commendations be awarded based on whether a company met the 4.2 RPHL criteria during the first 10 months and the new 3.3 RPHL during the last 2 months of the year.


The Commission also added a new requirement for achieving a commendation.  A company or operating division being considered for a commendation must also have no incidence of service-related penalties for CTRR or PSC complaints under any currently applicable incentive regulatory plan.


Thus, the criteria used for commendations are:

1. 95% or more of all CTRR measurement opportunities in a company or operating division during a calendar year be in the range of 0-4.2 RPHL (3.3 after November 1, 2000), 

2. A PSC Complaint Rate of 0.5 complaints or less per 1,000 access lines during that year, and

3. Achievement of all applicable incentive plan targets relating to CTRR and PSC complaints.


In the region-specific sections, individual companies are identified as having received a commendation in 2000 or not, along with the number of consecutive years at that designation.

Service Quality Trends

In the year 2000 the average monthly number of incumbent and CLEC trouble reports increased to 362,000, compared to the 346,000 trouble reports registered in 1999.   However, the 2000 result is still well below the peak of 407,000 annual trouble reports reported in 1996.   When growth in the number of access lines is factored in, the 2000 Statewide Customer Trouble Report Rate (CTRR) of 2.66 troubles per 100 access lines was virtually unchanged compared to 1999, but the overall improving trend in CTRR since 1996 is continuing, as shown in the following chart:
