“Non-Default State” Status and the Impact of FCC Lifeline Reform

On November 16, 2011, Staff convened an informal workshop to discuss conditions Staff proposed that the Commission apply to all future wireless Lifeline ETC applicants. On December 15, 2011, Staff invited interested parties to submit proposed “red-line” revisions to these conditions, and notified parties of its intent to convene a February 2012 workshop to discuss “red-line” revisions submitted. 
On February 6, 2011 the FCC issued its “Lifeline and Linkup Reform” Order, which updated and fortified federal rules governing ETC provision of Lifeline services.
  In light of these FCC rule changes, it is clear Staff should assess the efficacy of the new federal rules before determining whether new Illinois rules for wireless ETCs remain warranted.       
Staff will host an informal workshop to discuss with interested parties the impact of these new federal rules on Commission Code Part 757 and Illinois’ status as a “non-default” state at 1:00 p.m. on Thursday March 8, 2012.  Participants may attend at the Commission’s Springfield offices (2nd floor video conference room) or the Commission’s Chicago offices (8th floor video conference room).  

Staff anticipates that an audio bridge for participants not attending in person will be available.
