Every Illinois telecommunications carrier receiving support from the Federal Universal Service High-Cost Fund (USF) and/or the Illinois Universal Service Fund (IUSF) must certify annually to the Illinois Commerce Commission that all support received is used in a manner consistent with the purposes of those funds.  Failure to do so in a timely manner may result in a loss or reduction of support for the pertinent time period. 
Each recipient of federal high-cost USF support must complete and submit a notarized affidavit entitled “Federal Universal Service High Cost Support”.  Each recipient of IUSF support must complete and submit a notarized affidavit entitled “Illinois Universal Service Fund”. 
The required documents are available on the Commission’s website, and should be downloaded for completion.  All required affidavits for the 2016 annual certification must be submitted to the Commission no later than September 1, 2016.  These submissions must be addressed to:
