Switched Access Rate Reductions Required by PUA Section 13-900.2

November 23, 2010  
Illinois Public Utilities Act Section 13-900.2 requires that any telecommunications carrier providing intrastate switched access service must reduce rates for such service by an amount equal to 50% of the difference between its intrastate switched access rates and its interstate rates. This must occur no later than January 1, 2011.  Only incumbent local exchange carriers serving 35,000 or fewer access lines and electing providers whose switched access rates are governed by Section 13-506.2(g) of the PUA are exempt from this requirement.     
Staff conducted a November 19, 2010 technical conference to discuss this requirement.  Staff will convene a second informal technical conference to further discuss with all interested parties how best to implement this requirement on December 1, 2010 at 12:30 p.m. (central time).
