SUBJECT:    Switched Access Rate Reductions Required by PUA Section 13-900.2
DATE:
December 3, 2010   
Illinois Public Utilities Act Section 13-900.2 (Access Services) requires that any telecommunications carrier providing Illinois intrastate switched access service must reduce rates for such service by an amount equal to 50% of the difference between its intrastate switched access rates and its interstate rates. This must occur no later than January 1, 2011.  Only incumbent local exchange carriers serving 35,000 or fewer access lines and electing providers whose switched access rates are governed by Section 13-506.2(g) of the PUA are exempt from this requirement.     
Any telecommunications carrier required to file Illinois switched access tariff revisions to comply with PUA Section 13-900.2 should submit these to the Office of the Chief Clerk no later than December 30, 2010. 
In addition, every such carrier should separately submit to Commission Staff no later than December 30, 2010 the following documents: 

· copies of the revised Illinois switched access tariff sheet(s) 

· copies of the Illinois intrastate tariff sheet(s) displaying all switched access rates in effect immediately prior to the required reductions 

· copies of the interstate tariff sheet(s) utilized in calculating the required Illinois switched access rate reductions

· a copy of a completed “Excel” spreadsheet displaying all required calculations 
A template (Excel spreadsheet) for reporting to Commission staff all calculations employed to achieve the required reduction(s) is attached. All submissions to Commission Staff should be sent via email to jzolnier@icc.illinois.gov and jhoagg@icc.illinois.gov.

Sec. 13-900.2. Access services.

(a) This Section shall apply to switched access rates

charged by all carriers other than Electing Providers whose

switched access rates are governed by subsection (g) of Section

13-506.2 of this Act.

(b) Except as otherwise provided in subsection (c) of this

Section, the rates of any telecommunications carrier,

including, but not limited to, competitive local exchange

carriers, providing intrastate switched access service shall

be reduced to rates no higher than the carrier's rates for

interstate switched access service as follows:

(1) by January 1, 2011, each telecommunications

carrier must reduce its intrastate switched access rates by

an amount equal to 50% of the difference between its then

current intrastate switched access rates and its then

current interstate switched access rates;

(2) by January 1, 2012, each telecommunications

carrier must further reduce its intrastate switched access

rates by an amount equal to 50% of the difference between

its then current intrastate switched access rates and its

then current interstate switched access rates;

 (3) by July 1, 2012, each telecommunications carrier

must reduce its intrastate switched access rates to mirror

its then current interstate switched access rates and rate

structure.

Following 24 months after the effective date of this

amendatory Act of the 96th General Assembly, each

telecommunications carrier must continue to set its intrastate

switched access rates to mirror its interstate switched access

rates and rate structure. For purposes of this Section, the

rate for intrastate switched access service means the

composite, per-minute rate for that service, including all

applicable fixed and traffic-sensitive charges, including, but

not limited to, carrier common line charges.

(c) Subsection (b) of this Section shall not apply to

incumbent local exchange carriers serving 35,000 or fewer

access lines.

(d) Nothing in subsection (b) of this Section prohibits a

telecommunications carrier from electing to offer intrastate

switched access service at rates lower than its interstate

rates.

(e) The Commission shall have no authority to order a

telecommunications carrier to set its rates for intrastate

switched access at a level lower than its interstate switched

access rates.
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
