Fuse Sizing
83 Ill. Adm. Code Part 785.55.a Power and Communications Systems

1)
All direct current (DC) power supply service feeds shall be fused at a level not to exceed the rated capacity of the smallest conductor used in the feed, or 200% of the maximum operational consumption of the feed, whichever is smaller.

Two items come into consideration with engineering appropriate fusing sizes.  The first consideration is the commercial availability of fuses by amperage.  In those instances where a fuse size required is not commercially available, the next larger fuse may be utilized.

The second consideration is redundant power feeds.  When a redundant power feed arrangement is utilized, the fusing should be engineered to carry the entire load plus the spike that occurs upon transfer.
